This work occurs within legislative and policy frameworks and carries 
a duty of care responsibility.

This unit describes the skills and knowledge required to support children’s play and learning. 
 
CHCSAC002 Develop and implement play and leisure experiences in school age care 
This unit describes the skills and knowledge required to support and guide children’s effective 
participation in school age care. 
  
CHCSAC003 Work collaboratively and respectfully with children in school age care 
This unit describes the skills and knowledge required to develop and implement play and leisure 
experiences for children participating in school age care. 
 
CHCSAC005 Foster the holistic development and wellbeing of the child in school age care 
This unit describes the skills and knowledge required to engage and interact with children in school 
age care services. 
 
HLTAID004 Provide an emergency first aid response in an education and care setting 
This unit of competency describes the skills and knowledge required to provide a first aid response 
to infants, children and adults.
